The book includes a gatefold listing the Vespa models from 1943 to
today along with images of Vespas throughout the decades, including the most iconic designs as
well as todayA¢a -4,¢s luxury editions. In colorful photographs and text this volume also traces the
succession of technological and stylistic improvements that have helped maintain VespaA¢a -a,¢s

status as one of the worldA¢a —4,¢s iconic scooter brands.
