He was educated in science
and technology at Pennsylvania State University and received an MS at Stevens Institute of
Technology in New Jersey. He worked in research and development on lasers, electronics, and
semiconductors, and has been a scientific writer and reviewer for various scholarly and professional
journals. He has lately retired from the tech world, and works rehabilitating problem dogs, including
work in conjunction with SPCA International and the U.S. military on A¢a -A“Operation Baghdad
Pups.A¢a -AsJeremy Dronfield is a multi-faceted writer, biographer, and novelist, with a special
interest in WWII aviation.
