The characters are the real
reason | loved this book so much.There were a few small problems that | had with this book which
cost it a full 5 star review. There were a few spelling errors and punctuation put in the wrong places.
There was an instance where the quotation marks weren’t properly placed so it mixes Nora’s words
with Frederick’s and takes a few rereads to figure out who'’s saying what. There were also a few
lines that didn’t make sense, like one part is explaining how... everyone stood in a straight perfect
line, they were deadly silent while Nora stood staring at the tents and people chatted away around
her. It was a bit confusing and took me few rereads of the line before | figured out "they" were
probably referring to the tents sitting there silent but because of the context and "they" being placed
in the same sentence as the people being discussed it seems like "they" is referring to the people so
it didn’t make sense as to how they were deadly silent and chatting at the same time. | also had a
small issue with how the "extraordinary" abilities Frederick exhibited were hardly even questioned
by Nora. It felt a little unauthentic.However, with that being said it’s still an amazing book with
dynamic characters, a strong plot, and plenty of action to keep you entertained. | loved reading it
