The pictures make it easy to identify the flowers
you spot in the wild. ... | also love the Petersen’s Guide--which, for instance, is better about teaching
you the different parts of a flower and the different kinds of leaves, and also has more evocative

descriptions. It also includes many more species. But Petersen’s is better once you get a little more

advanced, because it's a bit harder to identify the flowers you find using that one.

The color photographs are top notch,
many showing both a closeup of the flower, and the plant as a whole. Detailed information on each
plant is also available, including the common flowering periods, a location range, dimensions of the

flower as well as the entire plant, and much more. If you purchase this book, be sure to read this



detailed information when identifying a flower; a number of variants are mentioned in the text that
are not shown in the photographs. Overall, | am greatly pleased with this book (though it was the
only one | could find that covered plants in the south-eastern part of the United States).
